 The drum magazine uses a dry graphite lubricant for its internal parts that will 

appear to be metal shavings. Do not use any other types of lubricant. 
 Modification of the drum magazine to allow use with any other firearms or 

ammunition listed in this manual could result in damage to the product and 
severe bodily injury. 

 The use of steel case ammunition is not recommended. Doing so may result 
in feeding and reliability issues. 

 The drum magazine is intended to be used with .223 Rem. Or 5.56x45mm 
NATO FMJ ball ammunition. The use of soft point, hollow point, green tip or 
other specialty types of ammunition may cause feeding malfunctions. 

 DO NOT DROP OR THROW THE DRUM MAGAZINE. 
 (AR-15) The drum magazine is intended to be used with forged Mil-SPEC 

lower receivers. It may not fit billet or specialty lower receivers with enlarged 
or flared magazine wells. 
(AK) Due to irregular manufacturing tolerance standards in the AK platform, 
some fitment may be required. 

 DO NOT DISASSEMBLE THE DRUM MAGAZINE PAST THE INSTRUCTED 
AMOUNT! Doing so will void the warranty. 

 DO NOT store the drum magazine loaded for extended periods of time. Doing 
so will weaken the spring tension and cause reliability issues. 

 Due to the design of the drum magazines follower, this product does not 
provide the last round bolt hold open function. 

 Load only 100 rounds into the drum magazine. Overloading will damage the 
follower/spring mechanism and cause feeding and reliability issues. 

 All KCI USA products come with a LIMITED LIFETIME WARRANTY. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

This instructional manual describes the proper use of the product and is for injury 
prevention and product reliability. The user must read and follow these instructions. The 

warranties and liability established by KCI USA on this product will be voided if the 
product is not used in accordance with the instructions of the manual. 

 



 

 

Step 1: 
Place the drum magazine in front of you so that the feed tower is pointed in the 12 O’clock position. 
Firmly press the loading plunger onto the top of the feed tower. While holding the plunger on the feed 
tower, pull up on the top section of the loading plunger. The opening should be on the right side and 
the cartridge symbol pointing forward. 

 

Step 2: 
LOAD 5 ROUNDS AT A TIME by dropping the cartridge into the opening of the loading plunger. 
Once 5 rounds are staged in the loading plunger, SLOWLY press down on the top section of the 
loading plunger with a firm and even pressure until the top section has bottomed out and all 5 
rounds are loaded into the drum magazine. 
Note: If the rounds do not load smoothly into the drum magazine, remove the loading plunger 
and cartridges and try again. DO NOT FORCE THE ROUNDS INTO THE DRUM and DO NOT 
SLAM THE PLUNGER DOWN!! 

 



 

 

Step 3: 
Repeat step two until all 100 rounds are loaded. The drum magazine is fully loaded when there is a 
cartridge visible through each of the molded cover indicators. 
 

 

 



 

 

Unloading 
 
To unload the drum magazine, gently push the presented cartridge from the rear, or primer end, to 
the front, and out of the feed tower. Using an object such as a spent case or pen cap will reduce 
hand/finger pain and fatigue. 

Disassembly 

1) With a phillips head screwdriver, remove the two screws securing the feed tower retaining plate on 
the front and back of the drum magazine. Notice the orientation of the retaining plate. The square end is on 
the front, and the corner cut end is at the rear. 

 

2) With the retaining plate removed, hold the feed tower and flip the drum magazine upside 
down to remove the feed tower from the drum magazine body. This will keep the followers 
from falling out of the feed tower. 

 



 

3) Remove the two screws that secure the clear covers to the drum magazine body on the 
BACK SIDE ONLY and remove the covers by lifting or prying them up at the center of the 
drum magazine body where the two meet. Some force may be necessary, so be careful not 
to damage the molded cover. 

 
This is the most the drum magazine will ever need to be disassembled by the user. 

Any further disassembly will result in voiding the warranty. 
DO NOT REMOVE THE TWO SCREWS ON THE FRONT OF THE DRUM MAGAZINE!! 

 

Cleaning and Lubrication 
 
When stored and used properly, the drum magazine will require very little maintenance. To clean the 
outside of the drum magazine, wipe with a damp microfiber cloth and let dry. 
If dirt and debris has gotten inside of the drum magazine body, refer to the disassembly instructions and 
blow it out with compressed air. 
 
For extreme cases, use a dry microfiber cloth to wipe out any debris and blow out the drum magazine 
body with compressed air. If this is necessary, you will need to re-lubricate the internals with the included 
dry graphite lubricant. 
The graphite lubricant should only be used in extreme cases where significant amounts of it have been 
removed, and should be used sparingly. Very little goes a very long way. 
 
If needed, apply 3 small drops about the size of a pea on the top of each follower at the front, middle and 
rear when the drum is fully assembled. Lightly tap the drum magazine on a hard surface a few times to 
allow the graphite to fall into the feed tower. Loading and shooting will disperse the lubricant throughout 
the internals of the drum magazine body. 
 

Reassembly 
 
You will be performing the disassembly sequence in reverse. If the followers were removed, or have 
fallen out of the feed tower, there is a procedure for correctly reinstalling the followers that is essential to 
the drum magazines function and reliability. If the followers are installed incorrectly, this will cause 
feeding malfunctions and potentially damage the spring/follower mechanism



Reinstalling the Followers into the Feed Tower 

There are two sets of followers. There is a noticeable difference between the two sets. The set with a 
single cone shaped rear section link is the main follower, and the set with all cylindrical rear section 
links is the secondary follower. 



 

 

Step 1: 
Place the secondary follower set on a flat surface pointing away from you. Place the main follower 
set on top of the secondary set with the cone shaped rear follower link to the left and overlapping, 
or staggered over the last follower link of the secondary follower set. 

 

Step 2: 

Hold the feed tower upside down pointing away from you, or so the feed lips are to the rear / 
closest to your body. Use your pinky finger to cover the feed tower opening (feed lip end) to 
prevent the followers from falling through the feed tower when inserting them. 

 



 

 

Step 3: 
Pick up and slowly insert the combined follower sets into the feed tower with the cone shaped 
follower link end going in first. Make sure to keep the main follower set staggered on the secondary 
set when inserting them into the feed tower. 

  
Step 4:  
Before reinstalling the feed tower onto the drum magazine body, hold the followers in from the 
bottom of the feed tower. Flip the feed tower right side up and make sure the cone shaped 
follower link is on the right side of the feed tower and the follower sets are seated properly. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
Step 5: 
You can now reinstall the feed tower on to the drum magazine body. Refer to steps (2) and (1) in the 
disassembly instructions. 



 

 

    
 

       



 

 

Trouble Shooting Guide 
 

Problem Solution 
The follower links 
came out of feed 

tower 

This is a common occurrence due to how the drum is designed. Follow the 
instructions in this manual to remove the feed tower and correctly reinstall the 
follower links. 

 
 

Won’t load more than 
“X” amount of rounds 

 Ensure there are no obstructions inside the feed tower or drum body 
that is causing the feed mechanisms to bind. 

 Ensure that the follower links are correctly installed. 
 Ensure the correct loading procedure is being used with the included 

loading plunger. 
 Ensure the correct caliber and type of ammunition is being used. 

 
 
 
 

Rounds are stuck 
inside the drum 

This will sometimes happen due to the way the drum is designed. Follow the 
instructions in this manual to properly disassemble, remove any stuck 
cartridges and reassemble the drum.  
DO NOT DISASSEMBLE THE DRUM PAST THE INSTRUCTED AMOUNT! 

 Ensure there are no obstructions inside the feed tower or drum body 
that is causing the feed mechanisms to bind. 

 Ensure the correct caliber and type of ammunition is being used. 
(Green Tip, Hollow Point and other specialty types of ammunition will 

cause reliability issues) 
 Utilize the correct loading procedure with the included loading plunger. 
 Be careful to not drop, jar or violently jolt the drum once it has been 

loaded. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Jamming/Fails to 
feed  

There are several variables that can cause feeding malfunctions. It is 
important to acknowledge that drums will not have the same reliability as a 
traditional box magazine and malfunctions will occur. Below are some things 
to consider before deciding that the drum magazine may be defective. 

 Firearm cleanliness. 
 Ensure the correct caliber and type of ammunition is being used. 
(Green Tip, Hollow Point and other specialty types of ammunition will 

cause reliability issues) 
 Ensure the correct loading procedure is being used with the included 

loading plunger. 
 Firearm tuning/Aftermarket parts (Buffer weights and springs, 

adjustable gas blocks etc.) 
 Improper lubrication. (too much graphite lubrication can cause 

reliability issues just as easily as too little) 
 Leaving the drum loaded for extended periods of time will weaken the 

springs and cause feeding and reliability issues. 
 Follower links not installed in the correct orientation.
